     LAKE MOHAVE RANCHOS FIRE DISTRICT 
This is a reminder that the Meadview station is manned 15-20 days a month. If the flag is flying at the 
station, it is manned that day. If no one is there it is because they are out on a call. Call 911 in an emer-
gency. You do have fire and EMS services, but due to the remoteness of our location and our limited 
resources, delays in response are to be expected. 

NATURAL GARDENING HACKS  
 

1. Boost root health with rice water:  Save water from rinsing rice, allow it to cool, water your plantsonce a week.  Rice 
water is packed with essential nutrients like vitamins, minerals and amino acids that nourish plant roots and encourage 
growth. It also promotes beneficial soil bacteria, improving nutrient absorption. 
 

2. Enrich soil with eggshells: Rinse and dry eggshells, crush them into a fine powder and sprinkle around the base of 
plants.  Eggshells provide calcium, an essential nutrient that helps strengthen plant cell walls and prevent blossom end 
rot in crops like tomatoes and peppers. 
 

3. Revive plants with hydrogen peroxide:  Mix one part 3% hydrogen peroxide with ten parts water and apply to 
plants once a month. This solution oxygenates the soil, boosting plant health and combating root diseases caused by 
fungi and bacteria. 
 

4. Fertilize with banana peels:  Cut banana peels into small pieces and bury them near the base of plants.  Banana 
peels decompose and release potassium, phosphorus and calcium, all of which are vital for plant growth and fruit pro-
duction. 
 

5. Improve soil for acid-loving plants with coffee grounds:  Mix used coffee grounds into the soil or use them as 
mulch around plants like roses, azaleas, and blueberries. Coffee grounds provide nitrogen and slightly acidify the soil, 
benefiting plants that thrive in lower pH environments. 
 

6. Enhance leaf growth with epsom salt:  Dissolve one tablespoon of epsom salt in a gallon of water and apply month-
ly.  Epsom salt provides magnesium, which aids photosynthesis and improves nutrient absorption, leading to healthier, 
greener foliage. 
 

7. Protect plants from fungal diseases with cinnamon:  Sprinkle cinnamon on the soil around seedlings.   Cinnamon 
has natural antifungal properties that prevent common seedling diseases.
